 Free patterns for April 2018 
      

 Lacy Spirals Hat by Maya 
 Materials: one skein Noro Kureopatora, or 150 yards of light worsted weight, size 8 and 10 
16” circular needles and size 10 double pointed needles, one stitch marker, and a darning 
needle. 
Gauge: 3 ½ sts per inch with larger needles in stst 
 
With smaller circular cast on 80 sts and place marker for joining into round. 
Work (P1, K3) ribbing for 1 ½ “. Switch to larger needles and begin lace pattern as fallows; 
Round 1;* Yo,K6, K2tog, repeat from * to end of round. 
Round 2; Knit. 
Repeat last 2 rounds until total length of hat measures 7”, begin decreasing as fallows; 
Round 1; * Yo, K5, K3tog, repeat from * to end of round. 
Rounds 2,4,6,8,10,and 12; Knit. 
Round 3; *Yo, K4, K3tog, repeat from * to end of round. 
Round 5; * Yo, K3, K3tog, repeat from * to end of round.  
Round 7; * Yo, K2, K3tog, repeat from * to end of round.  
Round 9; * Yo, K1, K3tog, repeat from *to end of round.  
Round 11; *Yo, K3tog, repeat from * to end of round. 
Round 13; K2 tog to end of round. 
To finish cut tail about 6” long and using a darning needle  
draw tail through remaining sts and pull tight, weave in all ends 
                                                   

       
 

                                          

 

 

                                                       Slip Stitch Colorscape Scarf  

  This pattern is a favorite. It’s simple to knit, no purling, and the slip stitch 
construction with a striping yarn causes stripes in vertical as well as 
horizontal direction. Just carry the color you’re not using up the side after 
wrapping color just used around new color. 

Materials: 1 Ball Noro Silk Garden color #2 (color B) 
                  1 ball Noro Silk Garden Solo color #393 (color A) 



                  Size 8 needles and your own talented hands! 
Stitch dictionary: k = knit, sl = slip stitch as if to purl,  
                          wyif = with yarn in front, wyib = with yarn in back. 
Cast on 27 stitches with color A. Knit 2 rows 
Row 1 – With color B k 3,*sl 1 wyib, k 3* repeat from *to * across. 
Row 2 – With color B k 3 * sl 1 wyif, k 3* repeat from * to * across. 
Row 3 – With color A k 1 * sl 1 wyib, k 3* repeat from * to * to last  
              2 stitches, sl 1 wyib, k1. 
Row 4 – With color A k1 *sl 1 wyif, k 3* repeat from * to * to last  
              2 stitches, sl 1 wyif, k1. 
Repeat these 4 rows until you have a few yards of color A left and end on 
Row 2 of pattern. Knit 2 rows with color A and bind off. Weave in ends. 
Don’t forget to block this beautiful scarf for the best effect of your slip stitch 
technique. 
 

 

Noro Kirara Crochet Cowl 
Materials: 1 skein Noro Kirara, size I hook 
Chain 35 
Row 1: work 2 sc in second ch from hook, *sc in next 4 ch, skip 2 ch, sc in next 4 ch, 3 
sc in next ch, repeat from * end with 2 sc in last ch, ch 1, turn 
Row 2: 2 sc in first sc, *sc in next 4 sc, skip 2 sc, sc in next 4 sc, 3 sc in next sc, repeat 
from * end with 2 sc in last sc 
Repeat row 2 throughout leaving a tail about 15” long to sew the ends together into a 
cowl. You can make it a Moebius if you twist one end 180 degrees before you sew it 
together.       
 
 
 
 

 
 



Silk Garden Sock Slouchy Hat                   
 

Pattern notes:  This hat is designed to be loose fitting. Mine is 22” I did switch to a 24” 
circular after increasing to 196 stitches but you don’t have to. If you’d like more slouch to 
hang over or put big hair in it just knit a little longer before decreasing. You’ll have plenty 
of yarn. 
 
Materials: 1 skein Noro Silk Garden Sock Yarn 100 gr & 300m, size 4 (or size to obtain 
gauge)16” circulars and dpns, 1 stitch marker and a yarn needle for finishing.   
Gauge: 26 stitches = 4” in stockinette      
 
Cast on 140, place marker, join in the round and work in k3, p2 rib for 2”.   
Eyelet round –( k1, yo, k1, yo, k1, p2 ) repeat around = 196 stitches 

Knit every round until hat measures 7” from cast on. 
Decrease round 1 – (k12, k2tog) repeat around. 
Round 2 and all even rounds– k 
Round 3 – (k11, k2tog) repeat around 
Round 5 – (k10, k2tog) repeat around 
Round 7 – (k9, k2tog) repeat around 
Round 9 – (k8, k2tog) repeat around 
Continue decreasing in this manner ending with 14 stitches.  
Break yarn leaving a tail of 6” or so weave in ends and try it on.
